As part of an ongoing commitment to member service and value, the Canadian Building Trades Union 

(CBTU) have negotiated a sponsorship for three (3) CBTU family members’ children to take part in an 

important initiative for High School students as part of the Forum for Young Canadians (FYC) program. 

  

The CBTU will provide up to $2,000 per selected student which includes travel to Ottawa and the 

registration fee for the program.

The selected students will have to get their teacher/principal to sign the permission form to miss class.  
 

As this is time sensitive please give as wide a circulation as is possible amongst your Local Union 

members.  Don’t forget to include the attachments; they are necessary for the application. For young 

people this is a chance to come to Ottawa and see how government works, it is a worthwhile opportunity 

that sometimes our member’s children don’t always get!
